Administered by the Washington State Department of Early Learning using Federal Race to the Top – Early Learning Challenge grant dollars, Early Achievers is implemented in partnership with Child Care Aware of Washington.

XYZ Child Care is proud to be participating in Early Achievers, which provides financial assistance for staff to attend college and other financial incentives including quality improvement awards and higher subsidy reimbursement rates. 
After successfully completing required trainings and site visits, participants receive an independent evaluation conducted by the University of Washington. The result is a quality rating of between 2 and 5. A rating of 3 or higher is considered to be at a Quality Level of Excellence.
